
EYBA SPRING LEAGUE 2007

Rules and Regulations

(NCAA Rules with variations)
(Under 17 division: High school rules with variations)

1. Coaches are required to ensure fair playing time for all participants. The goal of the league is to offer a
positive skill development opportunity for all participants.

2.  Two eighteen minute halves (stopped time) per game. Teams must have a minimum of five players
present at the start of each game or game will be forfeited.

3. All games will be played on 10 foot hoops.
4. Narrow key will be used
5. No handle in the back court
6. Two full time outs per half
7. End of regulation play is the final outcome (no overtime – except for playoffs).

a. Playoff OT will be 3 minute OT periods until a winner is decided.
8. Only players on the official team roster as of March 29, 2007 are allowed to play – no substitutions

unless cleared by league commissioner.
9. Teams must supply their own basketballs
10. The league has the right to suspend any player or coach for any misconduct or inappropriate behavior.

The decisions of the Commissioner and Discipline Committee are Final.
11. All teams will be guaranteed 10 games.
12. Carded officials will be used for all games.
13. Each team is responsible to provide one minor official.
14. Any inappropriate behavior by fans/parents could result in an immediate expulsion of the team from

the league.
15. All concerns or complaints should be addressed to the league commissioner.
16. The boys divisions for U 15/U17 will use the size 7 basketball.
17. Boys U 11/U13 Division and all girls divisions will use the size 6 basketball.
18. Zone use is permitted by U 17 leagues ONLY.
19. Man-to-man Full Court Pressure is allowed in all leagues. In U11/U13/U15 leagues, players must drop

back into man to man defense when the ball crosses half court.  For the U 11/U 13/U 15/U 17
divisions, if there is a point spread of 15 or greater, the team ahead CANNOT full court press.

20. All team members must meet the age restrictions for their division of play. No over-age players will be
allowed. 

21. The foul line for the U 11/U 13 boys and girls divisions will be moved in 2 feet from the 15' line.
22. There will be NO refunds to any team, for any reason, after April 3rd (first game day).
23. Any EXHIBITION game will NOT count in the standings.

PLAYOFF ADVANCES / TIE GAMES:
a. Head to head games results and the team with the best record advances.
b. The ratio of points for divided by points against using games only between teams involved.

Our association uses a point spread of a maximum of 15 points to discourage teams from
running up the score.

c. If still not settled, then the points for/against ratio involving all teams in the division or pool.
d. If still not settled, a coin toss will be used.
